2/09/18. Oliver Hill No.501 was drilled and completed 6/16/18. When filing the WR-34 for Oliver
Hill #501, the field foreman inadvertently used the APl number for the originally permitted No.501
(WS May 501 47-043-03572). As shown on the WR-34, the pit fluid was reused in drilling WS May
No0.502 (47-043-03577). The WR-34 Pit Fluid Disposal Record explains that the Oliver Hill #501 and
WS May #500 shared a common drill pit.
